TENTATIVE FORECAST OF THE PROGRAMME OF WORK OF THE
SECURITY COUNCIL FOR THE MONTH OF MARCH 2016

AFRICA

Céte d’lvoire: SG report containing recommendations consistent with para.25 of res. 2226 (2015)
Resolution 2226 (2015) of 25 June 2015

Para.37: Requests the Secretary-General to keep the Council regularly informed of the situation in Cote
d’lvoire and the implementation of the mandate of UNOCI and to provide to it a midterm report on the
situation on the ground and the implementation of this resolution no later than 15 December 2015, and
which includes options to implement by 31 March 2016 the elements contained in paragraph 65 of his
report of 15 May 2014 (S/2014/342) and affirms its intention to consider these options, pursuant to the
successful conduct of the 2015 presidential election process, and requests the Secretary-General to
provide to the Council no later than 31 March 2016 a report containing recommendations consistent
with paragraph 25 above, with the view to possible termination, to be considered by the Security
Council taking into account the situation in Céte d’lvoire;

The report of the Secretary—General is expected to be provided no later than 31 March 2016.

DRC: MONUSCO mandate and SG report

Resolution 2211 (2015) of 26 March 2015

Para.l: Decides to extend until 31 March 2016 the mandate of MONUSCO in the DRC, including, on an
exceptional basis and without creating a precedent or any prejudice to the agreed principles of
peacekeeping, its Intervention Brigade;

The mandate of MONUSCO will expire on 31 March 2016.

Para.43: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Council every three months on the
implementation of MONUSCO’s mandate, including its Intervention Brigade, as set out in this
resolution, including on:

(i) The situation on the ground, including updates on operations to neutralize armed groups and any
instances where the Mission’s protection of civilians obligations are not fully met, as well as sexual
violence and the impact of conflict on women and children;

(i) Progress in the implementation of the recommendations of the strategic review, notably the
measures taken to transform MONUSCO'’s Force, including its Intervention Brigade, to become more
efficient and effective in implementing its mandate;

(iii) Progress made by the DRC in the implementation of its commitments under the PSC Framework,
including through the establishment and implementation of a national security sector reform roadmap,
its provincial stabilisation plan supported by the ISSSS and on the implementation of the DDR and
DDRRR plans;

(iv) An assessment of the outcomes of the strategic dialogue with the Congolese authorities on the exit
strategy of MONUSCO, including in his September 2015 report recommendations on MONUSCQO’s




reconfiguration and gradual drawdown, including its Intervention Brigade, in accordance with
paragraphs 4 and 6 above;

(v) Progress made by the Government of the DRC on the electoral process, including on the provisions
of paragraphs 19, 20, and 21 above;

(vi) The risks and their implications for the safety and the security for the United Nations personnel and
facilities as a result of the possible military operations as well as measures taken to strengthen their
security and mitigate risks;

The report of the Secretary—General is expected to be issued in March 2016.

DRC: SG reports on implementation of the commitments under the PSC Framework

Resolution 2211 (2015) of 26 March 2015

Para.44: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Security Council every six months, in
coordination with the United Nations Special Envoy for the Great Lakes region and the United Nations
Special Representative for the DRC on the implementation of the commitments under the PSC
Framework;

The report of the Secretary—General is expected to be issued in March 2016.

Liberia: SG reports

Resolution 2239 (2015) of 17 September 2015

Para.23: Requests the Secretary-General to keep it regularly informed of the situation in Liberia and the
implementation of the mandate of UNMIL and to provide to it a midterm report no later than 28
February 2016 and a final report no later than 15 August 2016 on the situation on the ground and
implementation of this resolution;

The report of the Secretary-General dated 22 February 2016 (S/2016/169) is before the Security
Council.

Libya: UNSMIL mandate and SG reports on the implementation of resolution 2238 (2015)
Resolution 2238 (2015) of 10 September 2015

Para.12: Extends the mandate of the United Nations Support Mission in Libya (UNSMIL) until 15 March
2016 under the leadership of the Special Representative of the Secretary-General, and further
mandates UNSMIL as an integrated special political mission, in full accordance with the principles of
national ownership, shall focus, as an immediate priority, through mediation and good offices, on
support to the Libyan political process towards the formation of a Government of National Accord and
security arrangements, through the security track of the UN-facilitated Libyan Political Dialogue, and
further, within operational and security constraints, shall undertake:

(i) human rights monitoring and reporting;

(i) support for securing uncontrolled arms and related materiel and countering its proliferation;

(iii) support to key Libyan institutions;

(iv) support, on request, for the provision of essential services, and delivery of humanitarian assistance
and in accordance with humanitarian principles;

(v) co-ordination of international assistance;

The mandate of UNSMIL will expire on 15 March 2016.




Para.15: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Security Council on the implementation of this
resolution at least every 60 days;

The report of the Secretary—General dated 25 February (S/2016/182) is before the Security Council.

Libya: Sanctions: SC review of Panel of Experts mandate

Resolution 2213 (2015) of 27 March 2015

Para.24: Decides to extend until 30 April 2016 the mandate of the Panel of Experts, established by

Mali: SG reports on MINUSMA, focusing on progress in the implementation of the Agreement on
Peace and Reconciliation and MINUSMA’s efforts to support it

Resolution 2227 (2015) of 29 June 2015

Para.35: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Security Council every three months after the
adoption of this resolution on the implementation of this resolution, focusing on the progress in the
implementation of the Agreement on Peace and Reconciliation in Mali and on MINUSMA'’s efforts to
support it;

Mali: Report by France on implementation of mandate to support MINUSMA

in Mali and to coordinate its reporting with the reporting by the Secretary-General referred to in
paragraph 35 below;

Para.21: Decides to extend UNSOM'’s mandate, as set out in paragraph 1 of resolution 2158 (2014)
until 30 March 2016;

South Sudan: Sanctions: Panel of Experts updates

Para.18: (d) Provide to the Council, after discussion with the Committee, an interim report by
September 1, 2015, a final report by February 1, 2016, and except in the months when these reports
are due, updates each month;

(if) information on violations of the Status of Forces Agreement, including those involving attacks or
threats of attack on UNAMID, as well as violations of international humanitarian law perpetrated by any
party to the conflict;

(iv) developments and progress in addressing the challenges facing UNAMID as identified in the review
of UNAMID;

(v) and on the implementation of this resolution;

Colombia: SG recommendations on size, operational aspects and mandate of Mission
Resolution 2261 (2016) of 25 January 2016

present detailed recommendations to the Security Council for its consideration and approval regarding
the size and operational aspects and mandate of the Mission, consistent with the Joint Communiqué,
as soon as possible and then within 30 days of the signature of the ceasefire agreement by the
Government of Colombia and the FARC-EP, in light of its provisions;

The mandate of UNAMA will expire on 17 March 2016.

Para.47: Requests that the Secretary-General reports to the Council every three months on
developments in Afghanistan, and to include in his reports an evaluation of progress made against the
benchmarks for measuring and tracking progress in the implementation of UNAMA'’s mandate,
including at the subnational level, and priorities as set out in this resolution;

The report of the Secretary—General is expected to be issued in March 2016.

Iraq: SG reports on escrow account (oil for food termination)

Para.8: Requests the Secretary-General to report and provide analysis to the Council on the usage and
expenditure of the escrow account referenced in paragraphs 4 and 5 on an annual basis, the first no
later than 31 March 2012, with the final report occurring three months after the transfer of any
remaining funds retained for the purposes of paragraphs 4 and 5 to the Government of Iraq by 31
December 2016, unless otherwise authorized by the Security Council.

Joint Investigative Mechanism to present the report, or reports, to the United Nations Security Council
and inform the OPCW Executive Council;

The report of the Joint Investigative Mechanism dated 12 February 2016 (S/2016/142) is before the
Security Council.

Middle East (Syria): SG to report on implementation of resolutions 2139 (2014), 2165 (2014),
2191 (2014) and 2258 (2015)

Resolution 2139 (2014) of 22 February 2014

Para.17: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Council on the implementation of this
resolution by all parties in Syria, in particular paragraphs 2 through 12, in 30 days of its adoption and
every 30 days thereafter, and upon receipt of the Secretary-General’s report, expresses its intent to
take further steps in the case of non-compliance with this resolution;

Para.5: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Council on the implementation of this
resolution, and on compliance by all parties to the Syrian domestic conflict, within the framework of its
reporting on resolutions 2139 (2014) and 2165 (2014);

Sixth para: The second stage, consisting of nominating two co-facilitators for intergovernmental
consultations which will conclude by submitting an outcome to the General Assembly and the Security
Council for consideration and appropriate action, should be completed by the end of December 2015.

Terrorism/Cross-border crime: SG report on UN efforts to address the threat of terrorists
benefitting from transnational organized crime in affected regions

Nations entities to address the threat of terrorists benefiting from transnational organized crime in
affected regions, including Africa, with respect to matters with which the Council is seized, with input
from the relevant entities of the United Nations system including the UNODC, CTED, the Analytical
Support and Sanctions Monitoring Team, and other relevant CTITF entities;
