 The Chairman of the Security Council Committee established pursuant to 

resolution 1970 (2011) concerning the Libyan Arab Jamahiriya presents his 

compliments to the Permanent Representative of ... to the United Nations and has the 

honour to refer to resolution 1970 (2011) of 26 February 2011.  In particular, attention 

is drawn to paragraph 25 of that resolution, which reads:

 “25. Calls upon all Member States to report to the Committee within 120 

days of the adoption of this resolution on the steps they have taken with a view 

to implementing effectively paragraphs 9, 10, 15 and 17 above [of resolution 

1970 (2011)]”. 

 

 In this connection, States are called upon to present their report to the 

Committee no later than 26 June 2011 on the steps they have taken with a view to 

implementing effectively the paragraphs cited above, which set out the arms embargo, 

the travel ban, and the assets freeze.
